OPPORTUNITY FOR COUNCIL TO HEAR RESIDENTS’ COMMENTS:  
Aaron Hirsch spoke out about the state delegation letter on Affordable Housing Strategies Initiative – stating that he opposes the idea of “anti-density”. Mayor Costello said nothing has been decided at this time and more information will be forthcoming.  
 
OPPORTUNITY FOR COUNCIL COMMENTS:  
(CM) Stiglitz inquired about elevator update. Reported that demolition will begin at the end of the month and installation will follow shortly.  
 
MAYOR UPDATES AND OLD BUSINESS:  
Sustainable Maryland has been approved for recertification after a lot of effort from Glen Echo Green Team.  
Yard Sale success and thanks to Jan Shaut and other volunteers.  
Cybersecurity updates (DoIt program with the county) with the assistance of Matt Costello. (.gov emails and Office 365). The town is migrating to Office 365 and becoming a .gov entity to enhance security. This is a collaboration with Matt Costello and Montgomery County Dept of Information Technology to ensure town reduces cyber risks as much as possible.  
 
After meetings with Pepco, they will reimburse town for 3 years of overcharges for the streetlights, a total of approximately $1811.00  
 
MOTION TO APPROVE THE JULY MINUTES:(CM) Tanner; 2nd- (CM) Wilson; (CM) Stiglitz abstained; 3 in favor   
 
MOTION TO APPROVE THE SEPTEMBER MINUTES:(CM) Wilson; 2nd (CM) Tanner; Vote: ALL IN FAVOR  
 
AUDIT REPORT: Presented by SEK, Kayla and Erin, new auditors. Strongly favorable report with no issues.  
 
MOTION TO APPROVE AUDIT: (CM) Stiglitz; 2nd - (CM) Tanner; Vote: ALL IN FAVOR  
 
FINANCIAL REPORT: Fairly routine month of expenses and revenues. 
(CM) questioned the elevator maintenance line item. The $15,957 expense is the first installment of new elevator instead of a maintenance expense. 
 
MOTION TO APPROVE FINANCIAL REPORT: (CM) Stiglitz; 2nd (CM) Wilson; ALL IN FAVOR  
 
ARPA FUNDS UPDATE: Road, elevator, and possible Town Hall renovation. After elevator and road expenses, council will decide if the remaining ARPA funds will go to more roads or town hall upgrades.  
 
MOTION TO VOTE ON ROAD VENDOR: (CM) Wilson; 2nd – (CM) Tanner; Vote: ALL IN FAVOR  
 
TOWN HALL UPGRADES: Presented by Jo Anne Murray, who designed the original install for the town elevator over 20 years ago and had suggestions for potential Town Hall upgrades to consider. The possibilities included: acoustic wall panels, updated AV equipment, new doors, new storage area for chairs, floors, stairway, light fixtures, kitchen, bathroom and office were all discussed as possibilities. Town Council will review options and discuss at next meeting.  
 
 TOWN OPERATIONS REPORT:  
Special thanks to volunteer resident Matt Costello for computer and Cybersecurity support.  
Elevator Installation update – barricades will be up at the end of October. Elevator demolition and installation scheduled to begin mid-end of November.  
Snow Contract – decision between Rolling Acres and Level Green. Go with Level Green.  
Fence permit of 16 Wellesley Circle, standard permit request. No issues. 
Walkway in front of Town Hall is now fixed by Shimizu Landscaping.   
Lockbox for Town Hall key for rentals is located on iron fence outside of Town Hall.  
No Flu Clinic this year (due to insurance and payment constraints)  
Halloween Party will be Oct. 31 -at 5:00 (outside, if possible)  
Leaf Pick-up – first date is 10/28. The following dates are scheduled for 11/12, 11/25, 12/9 and 12/23.
